NCVA shares progress of students through a variety of ways, including report cards, progress
reports, and assignment/assessment feedback.

State Assessments:

Individual Student Reports for end-of-grade/course tests and other state assessments (English
language proficiency assessment) are accessible in the parent portal of the NC-SIS (PowerSchool).
In NC, all students take end-of-grade assessments for reading and math in grades 3-8. Students
take end-of-grade science assessments in grades 5 and 8. In high school, students take end-of-
course assessments in English I, Biology, NC Math 1, and NC Math 3. Students in Grade 10 take
the Pre-ACT. Students in grade 11 take the ACT. Students who are CTE Concentrators in Grade 12
take ACT WorkKeys. Results are shared by ACT.

What are the qualifications of my
child’s teacher?

Parents may look up your child’s teacher licensure status at this website. The licensure webpage
does not include current employment information. Parents may need additional information (i.e.,
middle name or license number) to identify the teacher accurately. Substitute teachers (either short
or long term) may not hold a NC teaching license. Please contact our Human Resources office to
verify an educator’s licensure status.

Advanced Learners

Many NCVA students have participated in Gifted and Talented or AIG programs before enrolling in
our program. Students who present this documentation will be considered for the Advanced
Learners Program (ALP) program. The OLS/OMS/OHS curriculum is already very rigorous.

The goal of the Advanced Learner Program is to provide an individualized learning experience that
addresses the unique needs of a student who is advancing educationally at NCVA and requires
additional opportunities to meet the educational and emotional needs of this unique population of
students. Elements of the ALP Program: Students in grades K5th who qualify for the Advanced
Learner Program are offered

» Opportunities to advance to the next grade level of coursework in ELA and/or Math.

* Enrichment sessions.

* Enrichment activities and optional lessons to enhance learning.

Elementary School: 5th Grade Advanced Math Course 5th grade Advanced Math will be offered to
students who meet the qualifying criteria. Middle School Advanced Coursework Middle School
students are offered the opportunity for advanced coursework in 6th — 8th Grade Math, Math 1, 6th —
8th Grade ELA, and 8th Grade science. These courses offer an advanced pace and deeper depth
into the course standards.

High School Advanced Courses Honors Courses Honors courses. Students who fail to attend their
scheduled AP exam for a reason deemed unexcused by the College Board will be responsible for
paying the College Board fee.

Career and College Promise (CCP) High school students may be enrolled in Career and College
Prep courses at a local community college that will count towards high school graduation to fulfill
elective requirements-Career and College Promise | NC DPI

online education, providing inclusive learning opportunities for students across the state. Founded in
2007, with a strong commitment to ensuring quality education for all students, regardless of location,
NCVPS has over 16 years of experience serving diverse learners.

Charter Schools

Charter schools are public schools of choice that are authorized by the State Board of Education
and operated by independent non-profit boards of directors. State and local tax dollars are the
primary funding sources for charter schools, which have open enrollment and cannot discriminate in
admissions, associate with any religion or religious group, or charge tuition. Charter schools operate
with freedom from many of the regulations that govern district schools, but charter schools are held
accountable through the State assessment and accountability system.
